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News from the WDA grounds crew...    
 

The WDA Board has returned our flying site to operational status.  Things are too wet right now to drive into 
the new pits, so please do not even try.  It will take a couple weeks of dry weather to make it accessible for 
vehicles.  Right now there are orange safety cones at the entrance to the new road in; PLEASE DO NOT 
CROSS THEM.  Once it has dried out the cones will be relocated to the old entrance road to signal the 

change over.  For the time being we will just have to park in the old parking lot and cross over to the 
pits.  Please be aware of any aircraft flying when driving in and, in turn, pilots be aware of anyone trying to 
shuttle in from the old parking lot to the new pits.  With a bit of luck this situation will only last a month or so 

till things dry out.  Also be aware the control-line guys will be flying from the far southeast circle.  That is 
about a 1000' from the pits.  So it is similar distance we were used to with the houses.  If they are flying try 
to fly a tight pattern to avoid over-flying them.  Right now we have the bare minimum of structures erected 

for pits and what not.  Over the next month, especially as things dry out, we will be moving more things 
over to the new pit area.  The big thing to remember is when flying off the runway there is NO flying west of 
the runway.  That means no tear drop turns out towards road 102.  Also there is still work to be done and 

work parties on Tuesdays and Thursdays when the weather cooperates.  As always when work is going on 
flying will be halted to allow the crew to work safely.
